Area of moderate climatic zone have a moderate
continental climate. Main characteristics of moderate
continental climate is a strong winter and warm summer.
Mean temperatures in January are under 0.0 o C, while in
July mean temperatures are between 18.7 o C and 22.6
o C. In winter period absolute minimum temperatures less
than –27.0 o C, while in summer period absolute
maximum temperatures are about 40.0 o C. Mean annual
temperatures (lasting several years) of between 9.5 o

and 10.2 o C, while that varies from year to year between
9.0 o C and 11.6 o C. Average annual precipitation ranges
from 700 l/m 2 on the east to 1300 l/m 2 on the west.

Izbori za zakonodavna tijela u Federaciji Bosne i
Hercegovine provedeni su u skladu/sukladno sa
Pravilima i propisima Privremene izborne komisije u
dvogodišnjem periodu/razdoblju (1996; 1998; 2000).
Izbori održani 2002; 2006. i 2008. godine za Zastupni�ki
dom Parlamenta Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine,
kantonalne skupštine i op�inska vije�a provedeni su u
skladu/sukladno sa odredbama novog Izbornog zakona
u Bosni i Hercegovini.

The election for the Parliamentary Assembly in Federation
of Bosnia and Herzegovina in 1996, 1997, 1998 and 2000
were proceeded according to regulations of of Temporary
Election Commission of Bosnia and Herzegovina. The
Election in 2002; 2006 and 2008 for the House of
Representatives of the Parliament of the Federation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Cantonal Assembly in Cantons
and Municipal Councilors were proceeded according to
regulations new Election Law in B&H.

Izbori u Federaciji Bosne i Hercegovine održavaju se na
tri nivoa/razine: na nivou/razini entiteta održavaju se
izbori za Zastupni�ki dom Parlamenta Federacije Bosne
i Hercegovine; na nivou/razini kantona održavaju se
izbori za kantonalne skupštine i na nivou/razini op�ina
održavaju se izbori za op�inske skupštine.

The election in Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina hold
at three levels: the election for the House of
Representatives of the Parliament of the Federation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina at entity level, the election for
Cantonal Assembly in Cantons, and the election for
Municipal Assembly in municipalities. 

Bira�ko pravo (pravo glasa) i pravo da bude izabran ima
svaki državljanin Bosne i Hercegovine sa navršenih
osamnaest godina života koji je registriran za glasanje
na teritoriji Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine. Svi
državljani BiH koji imaju bira�ko pravo imaju pravo da
se registriraju i da glasaju osobno u op�ini na teritoriji
Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine u kojoj imaju
prebivalište. Državljanin BiH, koji privremeno boravi u
inozemstvu i ima bira�ko pravo ima pravo glasati
li�no/osobno ili poštom za op�inu u kojoj je imao
prebivalište u trenutku podnošenja zahtjeva za
registraciju. Državljanin BiH koji posjeduje dvojno
državljanstvo u skladu/sukladno sa �lanom/�lankom 1.
ta�ka 7d. Ustava BiH ima pravo registrirati se i glasati
samo ako je Bosna i Hercegovina država njegovog
prebivališta.

Each citizen of Bosnia and Herzegovina who has attained
18 years of age has the right to vote and to be elected. To
exercise right to vote, a citizen must be registered as a
voter. All citizens of B&H who have the right to vote will
have the right to register and to vote in person in the
municipality where they have their permanent place of
residence. A citizen of B&H who temporarily resides abroad
and has the right to vote, will have the right to register and
to vote in person or by mail, for the municipality where the
person had a permanent place of residence prior to his or
her departure abroad, provided he or she is registered as a
permanent resident in that municipality at the moment of
his or her application for registration. The proof of
residence shall rest upon the applicant. If the proof of
residence is not attached to the application, this application
will be rejected. A citizen of B&H who holds dual citizenship
pursuant to Article 1 (7) (d) of the Constitution, has the
right to register and to vote, only if B&H is the country of
his or her permanent residence. 

Raspodjela zastupni�kih mandata Allocate of the mandates

Mandat zastupnika Predstavni�kog doma Parlamenta
Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine i zastupnika kantonalnih
skupština prema važe�em Izbornom zakonu traje �etiri
godine (mandat zastupnika do posljednjih izbora trajao
je dvije godine).

The mandate of a delegate to the House of
Representatives of the Parliament of the Federation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina shall be four (4) years. 
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Odre�eni broj zastupnika bira se iz više�lanih
izbornih jedinica prema formuli proporcionalne
zastupljenosti. Kompenzacijski mandati dodjeljuju se sa
teritorije Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine kao cjeline. U
svakoj izbornoj jedinici mandati se raspore�uju na
sljede�i na�in: 

A certain number of members shall be elected from multi-
member constituencies under the proportional
representation formula. There shall be compensatory
mandates from the territory of the Federation of B&H as a
whole. Mandates are allocated in each constituency in the
following manner:

Za svaku politi�ku stranku i koaliciju ukupan broj važe�ih 
glasova koje je politi�ka stranka ili koalicija osvojila dijeli
se sa 1,3,5,7,9,11, i tako redom, sve dok je to potrebno
za tu raspodjelu mandata. Brojevi koji se dobiju ovom
serijom su «koli�nici». Koli�nici se redaju od najve�eg
do najmanjeg. Mandati se dijele po redu, po�ev od
najve�eg koli�nika, dok se ne raspodjele svi mandati
izborne jedinice za odre�eni organ. Politi�ka stranka,
koalicija, lista nezavisnih/neovisnih kandidata i
nezavisni/neovisni kandidat ne može sudjelovati u
raspodjeli mandata ako ne osvoji više od 3% od
ukupnog broja važe�ih glasa�kih listi�a u izbornoj
jedinici.

For each political party and coalition, the total number of
valid votes received by that political party or coalition shall
be divided by 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, et seq., as long as
necessary for the allocation in question. The numbers
resulting from this series of divisions shall be the
“quotients”. The number of votes for an independent
candidates is the quotient for that candidate. The quotients
shall be arranged in order from the highest quotient to the
lowest quotient. Mandates shall be distributed, in order, to
the highest quotient until all the constituency mandates for
the body have been distributed. Political parties, coalitions,
lists of independent candidates and independent
candidates cannot participate in the allocation of mandates
if they do not win more than 3% of the total number of valid
ballots in an electoral unit. 

Kompenzacijski mandati se raspodjeljuju na sljede�i
na�in: prvo se, prema formuli navedenoj u prethodnom
pasusu, raspodjeljuje ukupan broj mandata za
zakonodavni organ koji se dodijeljuju za teritoriju
entiteta, umanjen za broj mandata koji su osvojili
nezavisni/neovisni kandidati. Od broja mandata koje je
dobila lista politi�ke stranke ili koalicije, primjenom ovog
postupka, oduzima se broj mandata koje je ta politi�ka
stranka ili koalicija osvojila, a prema postupku
utvr�enom u drugom pasusu. Preostali broj je broj
kompenzacijskih mandata koji lista dobija.

Compensatory mandates shall be allocated in the following
manner: only political parties and coalitions may take part
in the distribution of compensatory mandates. First, the
total number of mandates for the legislative body to be
allocated for the territory of the respective From the
number of mandates a list of a political party or coalition
has won according to this procedure, the number of
mandates won by the same party or coalition, according to
the procedure is deducted. The remaining number is the
number of compensatory mandates the list wins.

Izborni organi Election authorities

House of Representatives of the Parliament of the
FB&H is the central legislative representative body in the
FB&H. It comprises from the election in year 2002, 98
deputies.
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Kantonalna skupština predstavlja najviši zakonodavni
organ vlasti za teritorij kantona u Federaciji Bosne i
Hercegovine. Broj zastupnika se odre�uje prema
zvani�nom broju stanovnika u kantonu. Op�insko 
vije�e predstavlja najviši zakonodavni organ vlasti za
teritorij op�ine.

Cantonal Assembly is the central legislative
representative body in the territory of the cantons in
FB&H. Number of the deputies depend of the number of
populations in the canton. Municipality Councilors is
the central legislative representative body in the territory of
the Municipality. 

Zastupnici su predstavnici naroda izabrani na
neposrednim izborima. Zastupni�ki mandat obavljaju u
skladu/sukladno sa ustavom, zakonom i poslovnikom o
radu.

Deputies are representatives of the people who elected in
indirecte election. The mandate is performed in accordance
with the Constitution, laws and the National Assembly
proceedings.

Aktivno izborno pravo je pravo glasa osoba koje su
registrirane za glasanje.

 Active right to vote is  the right to vote.

Pasivno izborno pravo je pravo osobe da bude
izabrana.

Passive right to vote is the right to be elected.

Zastupni�ki mandat je mjesto u parlamentu koje
izabrani kandidat dobija danom u zastupni�kom domu.
Isti pripada nosiocu mandata, a ne politi�koj stranci,
koaliciji ili listi nezavisnih/neovisnih kandidata koja ga je
predložila na kandidatskoj listi.

Deputies mandate belongs to the elected office holder
and not to the political party, coalition or list of independent
candidates which nominated him or her on the candidates
list. 

Bira�ko mjesto je zgrada u kojoj se obavlja proces
glasanja/glasovanja, kao i prostor u krugu od pedeset
metara od ulaza u zgradu u kojoj se nalazi bira�ko
mjesto.  

Polling station is the building where voting takes place,
and surrounding area shall include the area within fifty (50)
metres of the entrance of a building in which a Polling
Station is located.

Lists of candidates is submitted by the political parties or
voters in an electoral unit.

Izvori i metode prikupljanja podataka Sources and methods of data collection

Podaci o stanovništvu i doma�instvima/ku�anstvima
prikupljaju se popisima svakih deset godina prema
jedinstvenoj metodologiji na cjelokupnom podru%ju Bosne
i Hercegovine. 

The data on population and households have been
collected by Census every ten years and by unified
methodology on all areas of B&H. 

Procjena broja stalnih stanovnika Federacije Bosne i
Hercegovine sredinom godine uklju%uje prisutno
stanovništvo i izbjeglice Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine
u inozemstvu.

Estimation of the number of mid-year permanent
population of Federation of B&H including present
population and refugees from Federation of B&H.

Procjene broja prisutnih stanovnika Federacije Bosne i
Hercegovine 1999. – 2009. godine sredinom godine kao i
stope prirodnog kretanja stanovništva temelje se na
rezultatima Popisa 1991., podacima o prirodnom
priraštaju i podacima o broju raseljenih osoba i izbjeglica i
broju povrataka u prijeratno mjesto stanovanja.

Estimation of the number of mid – year present
population of Federation of B&H 1999 - 2009 and rates
on the natural movement were computed on the basis of
the results of 1991 Census, data on natural increase,
data on displaced persons and refugees and data on
returns in the pre-war residence. 

Izvori podataka za ro+ene, umrle i vjen%ane su mati%ne
knjige, a za razvedene brakove dokumentacija nadležnih
sudova. Podaci o ro+enim i umrlim osobama te
sklopljenim i razvedenim brakovima za period 1999. –
2009. godine odnose se na Federaciju BiH i predstavljaju
kona%ne rezultate obrade podataka.

Data on births, deaths and marriages have been
collected and submitted by registers and data on divorces
by courts of justice. Data on births, deaths, marriages
and divorces for the period 1999 – 2009 relate to the
Federation B&H, and represent the  final data.

Definicije Definitions

Podaci iz popisa odnose se na stalno stanovništvo na
podru%ju Bosne i Hercegovine. Stalno stanovništvo
jednog mjesta %ine sve osobe koje u tom mjestu stalno
stanuju, tj. imaju prebivalište, bez obzira na to da li su se
u trenutku popisa nalazile u mjestu prebivališta ili su bile
privremeno odsutne, bilo u zemlji ili inozemstvu. Osobe
na privremenom radu kod inozemnih poslodavaca ili na
samostalnom radu, kao i %lanovi obitelji koji s njima
borave u inozemstvu popisani su kao stalni stanovnici
odgovaraju�ih naselja u zemlji u kojima je njihovo
prebivalište.

The data of the population census relate to the
resident population in B&H territories. Permanent
residents are considered all those who are usualresidents
of one place, that is, those having permanent residence
there, irrespective of their presence or temporary
absence at the census moment, and also in the case
when he/she was absent from that place due to any
reason: travel, education or field work, temporary at the
Census date work abroad, medical treatment etc. Data
on these persons were furnished their households.

Doma�instvom/ku�anstvom se smatra obiteljska ili druga
zajednica osoba koje su izjavile da zajedni%ki stanuju i
troše prihode za podmirenje osnovnih životnih potreba,
kao i svaka osoba koja živi sama (sama%ko
doma�instvo/ku�anstvo) ili stanuje sa drugim osobama s
kojima ne troši svoje prihode. U popisima 1961. i 1971.
kao stalni stanovnici popisane su sve osobe koje su se
zatekle u mjestu rada ukoliko se nisu svakodnevno
vra�ale u mjesto stanovanja obitelji, dok su 1981. i 1991.
te osobe popisane kao stalni stanovnici mjesta u kojima
su nastanjene njihove obitelji, %ime je smanjen broj
sama%kih doma�instava/ku�anstava.

A household is any family or other community of people
residing and living together who share their income to
cover the basic costs of living. A household is also
considered every person who lives alone or with other
persons but does not share income with them. In the
Population Census for 1961 and 1971 as a resident
population ennumerated every person where he/she
happened to be at the Census data, while in 1981 and
1991 Census these persons enumerated as a resident
population in the places where their families live.
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Podaci o etni�kim grupama rezultat su slobodno
izražene etni�ke pripadnosti stanovnika preko deset,
odnosno petnaest godina starosti, odnosno roditelja
(staratelja) kada su u pitanju djeca mla+a od 10, odnosno
15 godina u popisima 1971,1981. i 1991.

The data on ethnic groups are the result of freely
expressed ethnicify of population over 10 or over 15
years of age, respectively parents (guardians) in the case
of children under 10 or under 15 years of age in the 1971,
1981, 1991 census.

U popisima prije 1981. godine Muslimani su iskazivani
pod razli%itim nazivima. U popisu 1953 godine osobe koje
su izjavile da su Muslimani svrstane su u grupu
“Jugosloveni - neopredjeljeni” zajedno sa ostalim
osobama jugoslovenskog porijekla/podrijetla koje su
izjavile da su Jugosloveni, dok su u popisu 1961. godine
iskazani pod nazivom “Muslimani u etni%kom smislu”, a
1971. godine kao “Muslimani u smislu narodnosti”.

Moslems are grouped under different groupes in the
Censuses preceding 1981 Census. Persons who stated
they are Moslems were grouped in the "Yugoslavs -
unstated" together with the other persons Yougoslav ,

origin stated they are Yougoslavs in the 1953 Census.
They are grouped as "Moslems in the ethnic affiliation
sence" in the 1961 Census, and as "Moslems in the
sence of ethnicity" in the 1971 Census.

Podaci prema starosti iskazuju se prema navršenim
godinama života. Svaka grupa starosti obuhva�a osobe
koje su navršile godine života unutar granica intervala.
Tako su npr. u skupini 10-14 godina obuhva�ene osobe
koje imaju 10 i više godina, ali još nisu navršile 15 godina
života.

Data by age are expressed by completed years of age.
Each age group includes persons who turned the years
put as the limits of one interval. For example, the age
group of 10-14 years includes all persons who have
reached 10 years and more, but have not yet turned 15.

Pismenost Podaci o pismenosti stanovništva odnose se
samo na stanovništvo staro 10 i više godina. Pismenim
se smatra ona osoba koja zna pro%itati i napisati sastav
(tekst) u vezi sa svakidašnjim životom, bez obzira na
kojem jeziku %ita i piše. Sve ostale osobe, uklju%uju�i i
one koje samo %itaju smatrane su nepismenim.

Literacy Data on literacy of population relate to
population aged 10 year and over. A person was
considered literate if, according to own statement, able to
read and write an ordinary text regardless of the
language. All other persons including also those who only
could read, were considered as illiterate.

Školska sprema je najviši stepen/stupanj obrazovanja
koji je osoba stekla po okon%anju redovnog/redovitog
školovanja ili škole koja zamjenjuje redovne/redovite,
polaganjem privatnih ispita u nekoj redovnoj/redovitoj
školi, ili poha+anjem kursa za skra�eno završavanje neke
škole kojim se po postoje�im propisima stje%e odre+ena
školska sprema.

Educational attainment (school completed) is 
considered the highest level of completed education, i.e.
a regular school that a person completed or an equivalent
substitute school, passing of exams in a regular school or
completing a course of a ridged education, by which,
according to valid regulations, a respective school level
recognised. 

Prema aktivnostima stanovništvo je razvrstano na
aktivno, stanovništvo sa osobnim prihodom i
izdržavane/uzdržavane osobe. Aktivno je ono
stanovništvo koje obavlja neko zanimanje i tako
osigurava sredstva za život. Aktivnim se smatraju i osobe
koje traže zaposlenje, služe vojni rok, kao i osobe na
izdržavanju kazne. Osobama sa osobnim prihodom
smatraju se penzioneri/umirovljenici svih kategorija,
osobe koje primaju socijalnu pomo� ili imaju prihode od
davanja u zakup zemlje, ku�e, radnje i druge imovine.       

Population is divided into economically active , persons
with income of their own and dependants. Under
economically active population are shown all employment
persons. Also active are shown persons who do not
practice their occupation, because they are temporarily

The last census in Bosnia and Herzegovina was taken in
1991.

Investicijama u stalna sredstva smatraju se
nabavke/nabave preduze�a/poduze�a i drugih pravnih
osoba radi dobivanja novih stalnih sredstava,
pove�anja vrijednosti ili zamjene postoje�ih stalnih
sredstava (stambene zgrade, ostale zgrade i gra�evine,
oprema i ure�aji trajnijeg karaktera, osnovno stado,
pošumljavanje i podizanje dugogodišnjih zasada,
softver itd).

and long-standing plantations, software, etc.). Provided
capital formation assets can be new, used, both in the
country and abroad. Fixed assets can also be obtained by
barter, as a capital transfer in kind or self-produced.

Pre-school institutions are institutions which provide
upbringing, care and education for pre-school children.

U statistici obrazovanja školom se smatra skupina
u%enika koja poha+a nastavu odre+ene vrste i
stepena/stupnja po istovrsnom nastavnom planu i
programu, bez obzira na to nalazi li se ta skupina
u%enika pod posrednim ili neposrednim rukovodstvom
jedne uprave ili ima zajedni%ku upravu s drugim
školskim jedinicama razli%ite vrste i stepena/stupnja
obrazovanja. Svaka teritorijalno odvojena jedinica
(razredni odjel) iste vrste smatra se tako+er školom
(školskom jedinicom).

School – in educational statistics a school is considered
a group of pupils following a uniform educational plan
and programme of the specific kind and level,
irrespective of the form of administration which can be
either direct or indirect indepedent one, or joint with other 
school units of different kind and level of education. Each 
geographically separated unit (a class) is also
considered a school (a school unit).

S obzirom da se u osnovnim školama izvodi
istovremeno nastava po osmogodišnjem i
devetogodišnjem programu obrazovanja, a u nekim
kantonima isklju%ivo se obavlja nastava po
osmogodišnjem programu, nije izvršena podjela škola na
osnovu programa rada. Iz tih razloga prikazuje se broj
škola po programu osmogodišnjeg obrazovanja.

Whereas that in the primary schools education
performed by eight and nine year school programme,
and in some cantons only by eight year school
programme, we are not in possibility toclassifying
schools on the basis of school programme. For this
reasons number of schools are presented by eight year
school programme.
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Kod redovnih/redovitih srednjih škola broj škola prikazan
je u ukupnom zbiru redovnih/redovitih srednjih škola.
Broj škola po vrstama (gimnazije, tehni%ke i srodne,
stru%ne/strukovne i umjetni%ke škole) nismo u
mogu�nosti iskazati jer jedna mješovita škola, kao pravni
subjekt, može u svom sastavu imati više vrsta škola.

At the regular secondary schools, number of schools are
presented as total number of secondary schools. We are
not in possibility to present a number of secondary
schools by type (gymnasiums, technical and similar
schools, vocational schools and art schools). The reason
is following: one mixed schools as a legal entity may
have in her structure several type of schools.

Visokoškolske ustanove su univerziteti/sveu%ilišta,
(fakultet i umjetni%ka akademija kao jedinice u njenom
sastavu) i visoke škole. Univerzitet/Sveu%i%ište je
ustanova koja osniva i provodi univerzitetske/sveu%ilišne
studije u najmanje dva nau%na/znanstvena ili umjetni%ka
podru%ja u ve�em broju polja te interdisciplinarne studije
kao autonomni i integrirani proces, neposredno ili putem
jedinica u sastavu (fakulteta, umjetni%kih akademija,
instituta). Univerzitetski/Sveu%ilišni studij osposobljava
studente za obavljanje poslova u nauci/znanosti i
visokom obrazovanju, u poslovnom svijetu, javnom
sektoru i društvu op�enito te ih osposobljava za razvoj i
primjenu nau%nih/znanstvenih i stru%nih dostignu�a.         

Institutions of higher education are university /faculty and
academy of art as its component parts/ and school of
higher education. University is an institution that
establishes and conducts university and interdisciplinary
studies in at least two areas of scientific or artistic
activity in a number of fields, as an autonomous and
integrated process, indirectly or through its faculties,
academies of art and departments. University studies
prepare students for performing work in science and
higher education, in business, public sector and society
in general and also prepares them for development and
application of scientific and professional findings.              

Univerzitetsko/Sveu%ilišno obrazovanje obuhva�a
dodiplomski, diplomski i poslijediplomski studij. U skladu
s europskim sistemom prijenosa bodova (ECTS),
jednom godinom studija se u pravilu stje%e 60 ECTS
bodova. 

University education comprises undergraduate, graduate
and postgraduate studies. In accordance to the
European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System
(ECTS), 60 ECTS credits measure the workload of a full-
time student during one academic year.

Dodiplomski univerzitetski/sveu%ilišni studij, koji u
pravilu traje tri do %etiri godine i kojim se stje%e od 180
do 240 ECTS bodova, osposobljava studente za
diplomski studij, te im daje mogu�nost zapošljavanja na
odre+enim stru%nim poslovima. 

Undergraduate university study, which normally lasts for
three to four years and students earn 180-240 ECTS
credits, enables students to continue their studies at
graduate university study or to enter the labour market.

Diplomski univerzitetski/sveu%ilišni studij traje u pravilu
jednu do dvije godine. Njime se stje%e 60 do 120 ECTS
bodova, te ukupan broj bodova koji se stje%u na
dodiplomskom i diplomskom studiju iznosi najmanje 300
ECTS bodova. 

Graduate university study normally lasts for one to two
years and students earn 60-120 ECTS credits. A total
number of credits earned at undergraduate and graduate
study is at least 300 ECTS credits.

ISCED 97 – International Standard Classification of
Education – Me+unarodna standardizirana klasifikacija
obrazovanja koristi se prema preporuci UNESCO-a,
OECD-a, EUROSTAT-a i drugih me+unarodnih
organizacija za prikazivanje svih podataka o
obrazovanju i omogu�uje usporedivost podataka o
obrazovanju na me+unarodnom nivou/razini.

ISCED 97 – International Standard Classification of
Education – is being used as recommended by
UNESCO, OECD, EUROSTAT and other international
organisations for presenting all data on education,
enabling their comparison on the international level.

ISCED ima dvije glavne ukrštene varijable:
stepen/stupanj obrazovanja i podru%je obrazovanja.

In ISCED there are two crossed variables: the level of
education and field of study.
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Stupnjevi obrazovanja, koji odgovaraju u školskom
sistemu Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine jesu:

The levels of education in the Federation educational
System are as follows:

ISCED 0 – predškolsko obrazovanje djece od tre�e
godine do polaska u osnovnu školu;

ISCED 0 – corresponding to pre-school education of
children from the age of three to starting basic school,

ISCED 1 – niže osnovno obrazovanje od I-IV razreda
prema osmogodišnjem programu, odnosno od I-V prema
devetogodišnjem programu obrazovanja.

ISCED 1 – primary education (first four - eight year
school programme or first five - nine year school
programme);

ISCED 2 – više osnovno obrazovanje od V-VIII razreda
prema osmogodišnjem programu, odnosno od VI-IX
prema devetogodišnjem programu obrazovanja.

ISCED 2 – lower secondary education (last four years of
basic education)

ISCED 3 -  srednje obrazovanje; ISCED 3 – corresponding to upper secondary education;

ISCED 5 - tercijarno obrazovanje, odnosno više i visoko
obrazovanje uklju%uju�i postdiplomski  magistarski studij;

ISCED 5 - tertiary education, undergraduate and
postgraduate (master , s degree)

 - ISCED 5A i 5B – visoko i više obrazovanje uklju%uju�i i 
postdiplomski magistarski studij;

- ISCED 5A & 5B – corresponding to university and non-
university and post-graduate education (master ,

degree);

- ISCED 6 – školovanje za nau%ni/znanstveni
stepen/stupanj – doktorat.

Predškolsko obrazovanje nije obavezno/obvezno i
obuhva�a djecu od tre�e godine života do polaska u
školu.

Pre-school education is not compulsory and includes
children from three years of age to the age of starting
school.

Osnovno obrazovanje traje devet (osam) godina i
obavezno/obvezno je za svu djecu od šeste (ili sedme)
do petnaeste godine života. Cilj osnovnog obrazovanja
je stjecanje op�eg znanja, a ostvaruje se prema
jedinstvenom nastavno programu.

Basic education lasts for eight years and is compulsory
for all children between the age of six (or seven) and
fiftheen. It gives basic general education according to
established educational plan and programme.

Prelazak na devetogodišnje osnovno obrazovanje po%eo
je od školske 2004/2005 godine i povezan je sa
promjenama u strukturi i organizaciji osnovnog odgoja i
obrazovanja. Ovaj sistem osnovnog obrazovanja još nije
zaživio u svim kantonima.

A transition to the nine-year primary education started in
the school year 2004/2005. It is connected with changes
made in the structure and organisation of the primary
education. This system of the primary education has yet
not come to life in the each canton.

Srednje obrazovanje nakon završetka osnovnog
školovanja omogu�uje stjecanje znanja i sposobnosti za
rad i nastavak školovanja. Srednje obrazovanje nije
obavezno/obvezno. Vrste srednjih škola, ovisno o vrsti
nastavnog plana i programa jesu:

Secondary education follows basic education and
provides skils and knowledge for work or continuation of
schooling. Secondary education is not compulsory.
Depending on curricula and programmes, there are the
following types of secondary schools:

-  gimnazije – izvode nastavni plan i program u trajanju
od %etiri godine, a mogu biti op�e i specijalizirane;
pripremaju u%enike za nastavak školovanja na
visokoškolskim ustanovama;

-  grammar schools – last for 4 years, and by the
curriculum are divided into general and specialised ones;
they prepare students for continuation of their schooling
at institutions of higher education.
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-  stru%ne/strukovne škole – izvode nastavni plan i
program u trajanju od tri (ili %etiri) godine. Na kraju svog
školovanja u%enici ovih škola polažu završni ispit i
osposobljavaju se za tržište rada ili da bi nastavili
školovanje u visokoškolskom obrazovanju.

-  vocational schools – last 3-4 years and are divided
into crafts, industrial and technical schools. At the end of
their schooling students in the school laid the final exam
and is trained for the job market or to continue their
education in higher education.

-  tehni%ke i srodne škole – školovanje traje %etiri
godine. Pripremaju u%enike za tržište rada i za nastavak
školovanja na visokoškolskim institucijama;

- technical and similar schools - last for years and
prepare students either to work and to continue their
schooling at institurions of higher education.

-  umjetni%ke škole – školovanje traje %etiri godine, a
mogu biti muzi%ke/glazbene, baletne i likovne.
Pripremaju u%enike za tržište rada i za nastavak
školovanja na umjetni%kim akademijama;

- art schools – last for 4 years and are divided by type to
music, ballet or fine arts schools. They prepare students
either to work or to continue their schooling at
academies of art.

-  u%iteljske škole – školovanje traje %etiri ili pet godina.
Pripremaju u%enike za tržište rada i za nastavak
školovanja na visokoškolskim institucijama;

-  schools for teaching staff – last for 4 years and
prepare students either to work or to continue their
schooling at institutions of higher education.

-  vjerske škole – školovanje traje %etiri godine.
Pripremaju u%enike za tržište rada i za nastavak
školovanja na visokoškolskim institucijama.

- religious schools – last for 4 years and prepare
students either to work or to continue their schooling at
institutions of higher education.

Više i visoko obrazovanje provodi se na visokoškolskim
ustanovama nakon završene srednje škole. Organizirano
je kao:

Higher education is carried out in institutions of higher
education after completed 4 year secondary school. It is
organised as follows:

- stru%ni studij, koji osposobljava studenta za
visokostru%ni ili umjetni%ki rad, a traje dvije do tri godine

- profrssional study, enabling a person for highly
professional or artistic engagement, lasting for two or
three years.

- sveu%ilišni studij, koji osposobljava studenta za
visokostru%ni ili umjetni%ki rad i priprema ga za
nau%ni/znanstveni rad, a traje najmanje %etiri godine

- university study, enabling a person for highly
professional or artistic engagement and preparing him
for scientific work, it lasts for at least four years.

- postdiplomski magistarski studij koji studenta, nakon
završenog sveu%ilišnog studija, priprema za stjecanje
akademskog naslova magistra.

- postgraduate srudy for master s degree is carried out
after finishing university study.

Osnovne muzi%ke/glazbene i baletne škole pripremaju
u%enike za nastavak školovanja u srednjim
muzi%kim/glazbenim i baletnim školama. U%enici tih
škola obavezno/obvezno osnovno školovanje stje%u
paralelno u redovnim/redovitim osnovnim školama.

Basic education music and ballet schools prepare
children for the continuation of schooling in secondary
art schools of the same kind. The pupils are obliged to
parallelly attend a regular basic school.

Osnovno obrazovanje djece i omladine/mladeži s
teško�ama u razvoju provodi se u osnovnoj školi u
posebnim odgojno-obrazovnim grupama i razrednim
odjelima u okviru škole. Iznimno za djecu s ve�im
teško�ama u razvoju osnovno školovanje obavlja se u
posebnim ustanovama odgoja i obrazovanja. 

Basic education of handicapped children and youth is
carried out in special training-educational groups and
class units within the school. In case of stronger
handicaps, basic education is provided in special
institutions.

Srednje obrazovanje u%enika s teško�ama u razvoju
organizira se uz primjenu individualnih postupaka u
redovnim/redovitim ili posebnim razrednim odjelima i
obrazovnim grupama.

Secondary education of handicapped children and youth
is provided by applying individual methods within regular
or special class units or educational groups.
